One of the ways proficient readers read is with a pen in hand. They know their purpose is to keep their attent
» predicting what the material will be about
« guestioning the material to further understanding
» determining what's important
« fdentifying key vocabulary
» summarizing the material in their own words, and

« monitoring their comprehension (understanding) during and after engaging with the material
